Kansas FFA AGRISCIENCE FAIR 
Date, Location and Time 
1. The State Agriscience Fair will be held in conjunction with the 
Kansas FFA Convention held in McCain Auditorium in Manhattan. 
2. Deadline for submitting entry is May 7. (page 5 of National Agriscience Fair Guidelines & Procedures manual) Materials must be received in the office by that date.
3. Deadline for submitting project reports (abstracts) is May 15. A list of items that needs to be included in the project reports is included on page 7 of the National Agriscience Fair Guidelines & Procedures manual. 
4. All exhibits will be located in the south lobby of the McCain Auditorium. Tables will be provided for all exhibitors (maximum four feet of length per exhibit.) 
5. All exhibits must be in place no later than 5:00 p.m., Wednesday, of Convention.
6. Judging will begin promptly at 9:00 a.m., Thursday, during convention. 

7. Exhibits are to remain on display until the close of convention on Friday afternoon.
8. The winning exhibitors will be recognized at the Friday morning convention session. Exhibitors should report to the reserved seating area no later than 8:30 a.m. 

Eligibility Requirements 
1.
Competition is open to all FFA members in grades 9-12. There are four divisions. 

· • Division I - open to individual members in grade 9. 

· • Division II - open to individual members in grades 10, 11, and 12 

· • Division III - for teams of two members in grade 9. 

· • Division IV - for teams of two members in grades 10, 11 and 12 

Grade is determined by the age of the member at the time of qualification at the state level. 
2.
There are five categories. 

· • Biochemistry/Microbiology/Food Science 
· • Botany 
· • Engineering 
· • Environmental Sciences 
· • Zoology 
A student cannot compete in the same area as the previous year. 
3. Each member and/or team may enter only one project. A team is a maximum of two members working cooperatively on the same project. Successive year projects must indicate change or growth in the project from the previous year(s) in their log books.  Displays must reflect the current year's work only. 
4. Each participant is required to meet with the judges to explain their project. Explanation and questioning may not exceed fifteen minutes. 

Students with conflicts due to participation in other state events will need to make advance arrangements to schedule an appropriate time to meet with the judges for scoring. 
5. Exhibited projects and project reports shall be the result of the student(s) own efforts. 

6. The first place exhibitor(s) in each division of the five categories, will earn the right to represent Kansas at the National Agriscience Fair to be held at the National FFA Convention in Indianapolis, Indiana. 

7. The Kansas Agriscience Fair will follow the National Rules. 
8. The Agriscience Fair and the Agriscience Student entries are judged separately and require the appropriate entries and applications.  Just because a student enters the Agriscience Fair doesn’t mean that they will be considered for the Agriscience Student of the Year recognition.
